As I reported in my November 2016 submission
regarding “Transformational Change”, it is
inevitable changes are going to be made, to what
extent only the government knows. They are at
the tail end of collecting public opinion by a 6
member panel; the findings will be coming out
shortly. The report will identify what the public
had to say about school governance. The number
of responses from general public was not huge
considering our population but many have
submitted well thought out suggestions. Early
indications show “status quo” to be the prevailing
response including fine-tuning in some areas. The
Perrin’s report has suggested options to consider
and status quo was not one of them. The 6
member panel was given the mandate to consult
with public and stakeholders but not to provide
recommendations on their findings; they simply
record public response and document the
feedback.

The Perrin’s Report came ahead of the 6 member
panel being given their marching orders. The
primary purpose of the report: “To meet current
challenges and to prepare for the future”.

Saskatchewan’s K-12 education system requires a

governance system that is structured to:

1 Achieve improved student outcomes in keeping
with Saskatchewan’s Plan for Growth and the
Education Sector Strategic Plan;

9 Maintain and improve the quality of instruction
for all students wherever they live;

1 Achieve cost-containment by maximizing the
use of resources;

9 Ensure consistent,
business processes;

9 Improve accountability and transparency
through clear lines of authority and
responsibility; and preserve and strengthen
parent and community voice”

effective and efficient

Although the deadline for submissions online has
come and gone, it is not too late to send a letter to
the Minister of Education expressing your

thoughts and concerns with education governance.
You can send your letter directly to the Minister or
work through your MLA, addresses and phone/fax
numbers can be found on each respective website.
Whatever the findings of the report, ministry will
make adjustments that will mean cost cutting. My
personal opinion is cost cutting is what it’s about it’s
not for the advancement of our students or what’s
best for the north, the province is in deep financial
trouble and is looking at ways to cut costs any way
they can with whatever the aftereffect. Board
amalgamation took place 10 years ago and it was a
disruptive process for boards, many boards are still
in recovery, this is further disruption that will affect
student progress and intensify staff turnover.

The north has a lot to lose if the province goes ahead
with the options presented in the Perrin’s Report, it
is imperative to voice your opinion on this; I
encourage you to write a letter.

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Crack cocaine is the freebase form of cocaine. Crack's popularity, in part, was due to its appeal for drug
users seeking an inexpensive, ultra-potent, fast acting high. As a powerful stimulant, crack use can elicit a
rapid, euphoric high. Its stimulant effect on the body means that it will speed up various mental and
physical processes, serving to increase energy, attention and focus. As a smoked form of cocaine, crack
cocaine use results in near immediate effects because the drug is readily absorbed from the lungs into the
bloodstream, where it then quickly travels throughout the body and brain. The effects are quick to be felt,
peak quickly, and then end after only 5 or 10 minutes. Compared with the non-freebase form of cocaine,
this hastened abuse cycle of crack adds to the risk of tolerance, dependency and addiction.

Signs and Symptoms

Crack is a very dangerous substance. It is very unlikely that someone can use crack cocaine in a casual or
recreational way for any significant duration, due to its powerfully addictive nature. Any crack use must
be taken seriously by the user and those that love him/her. Symptoms of crack abuse may be both
physical and psychological. When the high wears off, the user feels a need to smoke more crack because
he or she becomes agitated, restless, paranoid, or irritable.

Risks of Crack Abuse

Oftentimes, those who abuse crack place themselves and others in harm's way because of dangerous

compulsive drug seeking behaviors. Crack abusers tend to engage in the following behaviors:

1 Risky sexual behaviors. Crack intensifies sexual desire and removes inhibitions. Those high on
crack might be more likely to have sex with multiple partners and are also more likely to have
unprotected sex. In addition to risky sexual behaviors while under the influence of crack, some people
may choose exchange sex for the drug.

9 Increased tendencies towards violence. Crack cocaine intensifies emotional experiences,
including anger and rage. People who are high on crack may be more likely to abuse their spouses or
significant others. They may also harm themselves intentionally or unintentionally.

I Getting into risky situations in order to obtain crack. Crack users often enter dangerous
neighborhoods or agree to do risky things in order to obtain the substance. Crack addiction is a
powerful motivator, and many individuals ensnared by it are willing to do almost anything in exchange
for some more of the substance.

9 Neglecting their other responsibilities. People that are interested in obtaining the drug will care
little for paying their bills, attending work, maintaining relationships with family members, or even
caring for their children.

9 Breaking the law. Many addicted to crack may steal to support their habit. They also may commit
robberies or engage in other illegal activity — including prostitution — to gain money to buy crack. In
addition, crack possession itself is illegal, so some will face legal trouble for using it even if they don't
engage in these behaviors.

Once tolerance has manifested, and increasing amounts of drug are used to overcome it, addiction to the
substance is sure to follow soon thereafter. Addiction is likely present when someone will engage in
risky, dangerous, or problematic behaviors to continue receiving and using the substance. If someone is
engaging in the risky sexual behaviors, violence, and illegal activities surrounding their use as outlined
above, they are likely addicted to crack.

YOU ARE NOT ALONE! Beauval has many caring individuals who are willing, ready and
able to help you overcome your addictions. There are Support Meetings on Monday nights at
7:00pm, Narcotics Anonymous (NA) Wednesdays at 8:00pm and Alcoholics Anonymous (AA)
on Thursday nights at 8:00pm. Meetings are in old Community Hall. They are open to everyone.
